e If troops are not familiar or involved with the OA, he will give the souts and leaders an orientation to
the OA program

e Should encourage troops to hold elections in their unit and become involved

e Confirm if all dues are paid or not paid by members and encourage them to be current in paying their
dues

e Coordinate and teach, if necessary, the Brotherhood class if there are any members eligible

e Promote and coordinate the Brotherhood and Rededication Ceremonies with the Ceremonies
Chairman and Adult Adviser.

e Encourage all Brotherhood and Vigil members to attend the Brotherhood Ceremony
e Encourage all OA members to attend the OA Rededication Ceremony

e Record and collect dues and fees from Brotherhood candidates that are going through the class. Keep
a list for the Lodge Membership Chairman and /or Adviser.

e Promote attendance for the Fall Ordeal especially if the Ordeal Candidate did not attend the Spring
Ordeal

e Promote attendance at the Fall Fellowship

e Coordinate and arrange Service Projects for troops or individuals that need to complete one with the
Camp Ranger

e Coordinate the Call-Out Ceremony. Help enlist a ceremony team to provide the call-ou

Visit https://www.ccltbsa.org/hire-me to apply!
